The Dux Churchill display suite islocated
afew doors away from where the com-
munity, intended for active retirees over 55,
is going to be built. It has been fitted out with

the actual fixtures and finishes that will be in
the one, two, two-bedroom plus study and
three-bedroom apartments.

“Whether you're single or a couple, you've
got plenty of options,” Macpherson says of
the apartments that will all come with two
bathrooms, balconies, a storage cage and
underground parking for at least one car.

“At the launch event, people will be able to
see an actual bathroom and kitchen, as an
example,” he says. “They can touch and feel
how their brand new apartment will look
when they move in during 2026.”

The kitchens will have a Smeg oven and
induction stove, plus an integrated Fisher &
Paykel fridge-freezer and dishwasher.

This boutique development - with only 57
apartments available over six levels - has
been designed by VIA Architects with interi-
or design by Studio Tate.

It hasbeen created for modern retirees to
enhance their lifestyles, Macpherson says,
so Dux Churchill will also offer “an abund-
ance of outstanding shared spaces”.

Those amenities include a cinema, library,
gym, lounge, private dining room and on-site
cafe. The rooftop terrace will be ideal for al
fresco entertaining, providing both abarbe-
cue and impressive views.

With an emphasis on sustainability, Dux
Churchill residents will also have bike stor-
age available, and access to an electric vehi-

cle which they can book through an app.
Macpherson anticipates many will downsize
their cars given how convenient the location
is, with Eastland shopping centre being
within walking distance and plenty of public
transport nearby.

“We’ve specifically chosen this location
because it’s a well-connected urban area
that will allow residents to maintain their
independence,” he explains.

Site demolition is currently under way
and construction is expected to beginin the
middle of next year.

However Macpherson says anyone inter-
ested should “get in now while you can, as
Dux Churchill really is setting a new stand-
ard for retirement living in and around Ring-
wood, so we don’t expect these apartments
tobe available for long”.

“This really is an opportunity for a lucky
few,” he adds.
